2009 Lent Retreat 

The Rector of Petite Riviere and New Dublin parishes has been asked to lead a retreat organized by St. George’s Round Church (Halifax) for March 13-15, AD 2009 at Our Lady of Grace Monastery near Antigonish. Below is a description of the retreat…
Contemplation
Beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord.
What is contemplation?  The Christian tradition has held that contemplation is the highest form of prayer.  When we think of prayer, often we think of the speaking of the thoughts of our heart – articulating our desires, our hopes – to God, and this is certainly a kind of prayer.  Another kind of prayer is meditation on God, such as thinking upon some aspect of the life of Jesus and how it might relate to our life or repeating short prayers like the Jesus Prayer.  But this still involves discursive thought and so is not contemplation.  Contemplation could be described as the loving beholding of God and of all things in God.  It is, in a way, to be like God.
 

This weekend retreat is meant to provide an introduction to contemplative prayer as it has been practiced by Christians through the ages.  The retreat will be interspersed with short talks on (1) how this relates to a Christian understanding of the soul made in the image and likeness of God; (2) on how this fits into our understanding of our sanctification; and (3) on the fostering of the interior life.  The talks will be illustrated with examples from Scripture and of the experiences of Gregory the Great, Mechthild of Magdeburg, Richard of St. Victor, Theresa of Avila and others.  Some practical advice will be given about how to enter into this kind of prayer, which is a gift of God.  Most importantly, participants will be encouraged to spend time at the monastery in silence, entering into God's rest, doing nothing but lovingly beholding God.

Service of HC on Monday Feb 2 at 10am at St. Mary’s:
The Presentation of Our Lord Jesus Christ and the Purification of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
also called Candlemas 

          Under the Law, a Jewish woman is in semi-seclusion for 40 days after giving birth to a son, so on February 2 (40 days after Dec 25) we celebrate the coming of Mary and Joseph with the infant Jesus to the Temple at Jerusalem to offer sacrifice, both on behalf of Mary and on behalf of Jesus as a first-born male.  Because an old reading for this festival contains the line (Zephaniah 1:12), "I will search Jerusalem with candles," the day is also known as Candlemas, and sometimes observed with a candle-lit procession. 

          St. Bernard, in the 12th century, writes: “We go in procession, two by two carrying candles in our hands, which are lighted…at a fire first blessed in the church by a Bishop.  They that go out first return last; and in the way we sing, ‘Great is the glory of the Lord.’  We go two by two in commendation of charity and a social life; for so our Saviour sent out His disciples.  We carry lights in our hands; first, to signify that our light should shine before men; secondly, this we do this day especially in memory of the Wise Virgins (of whom this blessed Virgin is the chief) that went to meet their Lord with their lamps lit and burning…Because our works should be all done in the holy fire of charity, therefore the candles are lit with holy fire.  They that go out first return last, to teach humility, ‘in honour preferring one another.’  Because God loveth a cheerful giver, therefore we sing in the way.  The procession itself is to teach us that we should not stand idle in the way of life, but ‘go from strength to strength,’ not looking back to that which is behind, but reaching forward to that which is before.”
