Further Thoughts on Today’s Readings
Wherefore," says St. Paul, "my beloved brethren flee from idolatry."  That is to say, do not put yourselves in subjection to worldly things, as though they were gods.  "I speak as to wise men; judge ye what I say."  We who receive the body and blood of Christ, are we to be the slaves of worldly things?

 

"I speak as to wise men," says St. Paul.  This is a matter of prudence, a matter of good practical sense—and that's what today's Gospel lesson is all about.  Sometimes people find this parable of the unrighteous steward very puzzling, because it seems to them to be recommending shady business practices.  But that, of course, is not the point at all.  The point is simply this: worldly people, such as the unrighteous steward, have a certain practical wisdom in the pursuit of worldly ends.  The unrighteous steward wasted no time when the crisis came, and used all his worldly skill to save himself from disaster, and prepare a comfortable place for himself.

 

The lesson Jesus is teaching in telling this parable is simply this: As worldly people—"the children of this age"—are prudent in doing what is necessary to attain their worldly ends, so should "the children of light" be prudent in doing what is necessary to attain "everlasting habitations".  The unrighteous steward used worldly goods—"the mammon of unrighteousness"—to provide himself with a worldly refuge.  The children of light must use their worldly goods, which must finally fail, in such a way as to prepare for their everlasting habitation.  The lesson is this— Christian wisdom, Christian prudence, will use this world's goods for everlasting spiritual ends.

 

These Scripture lessons appointed for today remind us urgently that our Christian calling, our spiritual life, must not be some vague, unrealistic dream, but must rather be a matter of decisive, practical action day by day; that the children of light must be prudent—that is to say, practically wise—in their quest for the "everlasting habitations" to which they are called.

THE EPISTLE.  1 Cor. 10. 1

BOOK II - CHAPTER 39: How Love slayeth Covetousness, Lechery and Gluttony, ...through a gracious beholding of Jesus 
...And Love not only does this but it also slays the pleasure of lechery and all other uncleanness of the body, bringing true chastity into the soul and turning it into pleasure.  The soul feels such great delight in the sight of Jesus that it is glad to be chaste, and it finds no great hardship in keeping chastity, for like that it is most at ease and most at rest.
In the same way, the gift of love slays the carnal lusts of gluttony, making the soul sober and temperate and bearing it up so strongly that it cannot rest in the pleasure of food and drink, but it takes whatever is least harmful to the constitution of the body, if he can come by it easily; not for the love of itself but for the love of God.  In this way the lover of God clearly sees his own need to look after his bodily life with food and drink as long as God wishes to allow body and soul to stay together.  Such, then, as I understand, shall be the discretion of the lover of Jesus who has the feeling and practice of love: that in whatever way he can best keep his grace whole, and be least hindered from working in it through taking sustenance for the body, that is how he shall do it.  The kind of food that least hinders and troubles the heart and can keep the body in strength—be it meat, fish or only bread and ale—that is what I believe the soul chooses to have if it can come by it, for the whole business of the soul is to think always about Jesus with reverend love, if it can without being hindered by anything.
The conclusion of HOMILY IV: 

AGAINST GLUTTONY AND DRUNKENNESSE

from the 2nd Book of Homilies set forth in the time of Edward the Sixth

Let us therefore, good people, eschew every one of us, all intemperancy, let us love sobriety and moderate diet, oft give our selves to abstinency and fasting, whereby the mind of man is more lift up to God, more ready to all godly exercises, as prayer, hearing and reading of God’s word, to his spiritual comfort.  Finally, whosoever regards the health and safety of his own body, or wisheth always to be well in his wits, or desireth quietness of mind, and abhorreth fury and madness, he that would be rich, and escape poverty, he that is willing to live without the hurt of his neighbour, a profitable member of the common wealth, a Christian without slander of Christ and his Church: let him avoid all riotous and excessive banquetting, let him learn to keep such measure as behoveth him that professeth true godliness, let him follow St. Paul’s rule, and so eat and drink, to the glory and praise of God, who hath created all things to be soberly used with thanksgiving, to whom be all honour and glory for ever.  Amen.
