Further Thoughts on the Readings
Harvest Thanksgiving Sunday
Some Biblical Principles about our thank offerings:

1. Most important is that we present ourselves “a living sacrifice to God, holy, acceptable to God, which is [our] reasonable service.”  [Romans 12:1]

2. In the Law of Moses, God commands that the people give of the first fruits of their labour, that is, not after all our needs are met.  We should take time to make a plan about how much we will give and review it from time to time considering our circumstances and the circumstances of the church and community [e.g. Exodus 23:19; Leviticus 23].
3. The people were commanded to give offerings that are “unblemished” – a pure sacrifice.  The Lord does not want us to give money stolen from a bank!  God also does not want us to give something that is not of value to us anyway, but rather a real sacrifice.  [see Exodus 12:5 or Leviticus 6:6 and also Malachi 1:12-14]

4. The biblical principal of a tithe or 1/10th of our earnings is found throughout Scripture.  [Genesis 14:20; 28:22; Deut 12:17; 14:22; 26:12; 2Chron 31:5; Mal 3:7-10; Neh 10:39; Matt 23:23]  Nor should we feel constrained by the tithe [Acts 2:44-45] nor compelled to be so blessed.  It is understood that the circumstances for each of us differs.
5. Offerings should be given not out of compulsion but willingly from the heart out of love for God and cheer-fully [Exod 35:5, 21-29; 2 Cor. 9:7].

6. We are not to make an outward show of what we offer nor to take pride in ourselves inwardly [Matthew 6:1-4].

7. We are not to be concerned about what others give, but about what our Lord is calling us to give [Rom 12:3-13].

8. We are encouraged, as a part of our giving, to provide for the needs of the Church [e.g. Matthew 10:10; Luke 8:2, 3;      1 Cor 9:4-14; Philippians 4:15-19].

9. Remember that it is more blessed to give than to receive [Acts 20:35].
