Trio 1795

Trio 1795 was formed in 2006 to present music from   the Rococo and Romantic styles.  Music of this period is often unrewarding for cellists because composers tended to give them uninteresting parts. The smaller sound of the fortepiano compared to its modern successor restores the importance of the cello with its ability to sustain the bass line far more effectively than the piano alone. Balance between the three instruments is better than with modern piano, which easily overwhelms the strings. Trio 1795 has given several concerts in Halifax and Purcell's Cove, which have included guest artists Phyllis Knox, soprano, and Leon Cole, piano. This will be its first appearance outside the Halifax area.
